HAPPENING THIS WEEK: 
    SUNDAY, DECEMBER 7th  
Today, Sunday, December 7th, our parish will pause for A Day of Adoration.   The 
Blessed Sacrament will be exposed after the 11:30 a.m. Mass and adoration will 
continue until 5:15 with Benediction, and then the Vigil Mass for the Immaculate 
Conception at 5:30 pm.  Even if you did not sign-up, please come and spend some 
time in prayer before Our Lord, present in the mystery of His Body and Blood on 
the Altar.  
 

DECEMBER 8th HOLY DAY 
Monday, December 8th, is a Holy Day of Obligation for all Catholics, the Solemnity 
of the Immaculate Conception of the Blessed Virgin Mary.  Because it falls on a 
Monday, we will host a special mass this  (Sunday) afternoon that will be in honor 
of the Holy Day, not a Sunday Obligation Mass.  You will need to go to mass twice 
between Saturday afternoon and Monday evening to fulfill both obligations.  If you 
go on Sunday morning, you may also come Sunday afternoon and receive Holy 
Communion because it is two different celebrations.  The Schedule for the Holy 
Day will be:  Sunday, December 7th, at 5:30 p.m. and Monday, December 8th, at 
8:00 a.m., 12:10 p.m., and 5:30 p.m.
