There is no 
need to return to mass especially if you are compromised in anyway physically.  Don’t 
take unnecessary risks with your heath.  
On the topic of health...Don’t put yourself in danger or anyone else around you in dan-
ger of contacting the virus including the priest.   If you do not feel well, please stay 
home.   Holy Communion should be taken in the hand.   We are in the middle of a global 
pandemic.  You are not only putting yourself at risk , but others and the priest’s health in 
jeopardy by not complying.

If you are a 
victim of sexual abuse committed by a priest, deacon, religious or lay employee or volunteer of the Dio-
cese of Scranton, you are encouraged to immediately report the matter to law enforcement.  If any 
priest, deacon, religious, lay employee, or volunteer of the Diocese of Scranton has cause or reason to 
suspect that a minor has been subjected to any form of abuse, including child sexual abuse, the matter 
will be reported to law enforcement.  It is also the policy of the Diocese to adhere to all civil and state 
regulations.  To this end, the Diocese is equally committed to adhering to the norms of the Code of Can-
on Law and to upholding the tenets of the USCCB Charter for the Protection of Children and Young 
People, which includes supporting victims of sexual abuse in their pursuit of emotional and spiritual 
well-being.
