FEAST OF ST. JOSEPH MARELLO

The Oblates of St. Joseph will celebrate the Feast
Day of their founder, St. Joseph Marello, with a
Triduum, 3 days of prayers, at the Oblates Chapel,
1880 Route 315, Laflin (Pittston).

The triduum will begin today, Sunday, May 26th, &
will continue through Tuesday, May 28th, with
Mass celebrated at 7:00pm in the seminary
chapel, followed by devotional prayers to St.
Joseph Marello & individual blessing with a 1st
Class relic of the Saint. Confessions will be heard
before the Mass & the Holy Rosary will be recited.

The Feast of St. Joseph Marello will be solemnly
celebrated on Wednesday, May 29th, with the
Holy Masses at 11:00am and & 7:00pm in the
seminary chapel. Serving as principal celebrant &
homilist will be the Very Reverend Matthew
Spencer, OSJ, the new American Provincial.

St. Joseph Marello (1844-1895) was a priest of the
Diocese of Asti in the Piedmont region of Italy and
founded the Oblates of St. Joseph Congregation in
1878. He served as bishop in the nearby diocese
of Acqui from 1889 until his death on May 30,
1895. Pope St. John Paul Il beatified Joseph
Marello in 1993 in the saint’s native city of Asti
and then canonized him in 2001 at St. Peter’s
Basilica, Vatican City.

The Oblates of St. Joseph have been serving the
Diocese of Scranton since 1929. They also minister
in 15 countries around the world.
