The team doesn’t leave the gym until the final 

buzzer or the last out.  At Mass, you are every bit as essential 

to the action as any musician, actor, or team member.   It is 

a simple act of kindness to finish the liturgy before leaving.  

After all, we have just become what we have received, the 

presence of Christ in the world.  Why not savor the energy 

that comes from being in such good company for a bit?   

Maybe when we learn to relish and not rush the end of 

things, we will start savoring the best parts of life, not rush-

ing through meals, going for a leisurely walk, taking time to 

linger over a cup of coffee or sit by a sickbed telling stories 

of the blessings of days gone by.
