NOTICE REGARDING REPORTING SEXUAL ABUSE OF A MINOR

tims of sexual abuse in their pursuit of emotional and spiritual well-being.  As such, information regarding an allegations of 
sexual abuse of a minor should also be reported to the Victim Assistance Coordinator, Mary Beth Pacuska at 570-862-7551.
