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Dear Friends, 

This Wednesday, August 15th marks the Solemnity of The 

Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mother, a Holy Day of 

Obligation for all Catholics. 

Here is a brief summary of the Feast:   

 

The Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary into Heaven 

at the end of her earthly life is a defined dogma of the 

Catholic Church. The Feast of the Assumption, celebrated 

every year on August 15, is a very old feast of the Church, celebrated universally by the sixth century. It com-

memorates the death of Mary and her bodily assumption into Heaven, before her body could begin to decay--a 

foretaste of our own bodily resurrection at the end of time. Because it signifies the Blessed Virgin's passing into 

eternal life, it is the most important of all Marian feasts and a holy day of obligation.                                                                                                                             

The feast was originally celebrated in the East, where it is known as the Feast of the Dormition, a word which 

means "the falling asleep." The earliest printed reference to the belief that Mary's body was assumed into Heaven 

dates from the fourth century, in a document entitled "The Falling Asleep of the Holy Mother of God." The docu-

ment recounts, in the words of the Apostle John, to whom Christ on the Cross had entrusted the care of His 

mother, the death, laying in the tomb, and assumption of the Blessed Virgin. Tradition places Mary's death at Je-

rusalem or at Ephesus, where John was living.                                                                                                       

On November 1, 1950, Pope Pius XII, exercising papal infallibility, declared in "Munificentissimus Deus" that it is a 

dogma of the Church "that the Immaculate Mother of God, the ever Virgin Mary, having completed the course of 

her earthly life, was assumed body and soul into heavenly glory." As a dogma, the Assumption is a required belief 

of all Catholics; anyone who publicly dissents from the dogma, Pope Pius declared, "has fallen away completely 

from the divine and Catholic Faith."                                                                               

This has always been one of my favorite days in the Church year.  It is Mary’s Easter!  It reaffirms our hope that we 

too  through God’s saving grace, will someday be in heaven with Jesus, both body and soul.  Masses for this spe-

cial day will be held on Tuesday, the vigil, at 5:30 p.m. on Wednesday at 8:00 am, 12:10 pm and 7:00 pm.  Be sure 

to join us for our Holy Day Mass.   

On Thursday, August 16th, I am scheduled for surgery at the University of Pennsylvania Hospital in Philadelphia.  

Though not life-threatening, I would appreciate your prayers.  It is expected that I will be back in the rectory later 

that day or the next day.  However, I will not be able to speak for an undetermined amount of time.  I share this 

with you because we will be able to cover the weekend masses with the help of  missionary Father Patrick, 

T.O.R., but Thursday and Friday there will be no daily mass here at St. Elizabeth Ann Seton.   

I spoke to Father Zipay and he extends an invitation to all who wish to attend daily mass whenever I am not avail-

able at Holy Family in Luzerne.  Mass is at 8:00 am at Holy Family.  Daily Mass will be scheduled for the week of 

August 20-24, however, it all depends on the recovery time.   Also, should you need a priest urgently, please con-

tact one of the neighboring parishes until I am able to speak.  Email will be the best means of communication 

with me for the next few weeks.
