The
use of the double “Alleluial” at the end of Mass signifies the end of the Easter
Season. Even though this is Memorial Day Weekend on our secular calendars, it is
Pentecost all day in our parish. The use of Patriotic Music this weekend is not
permitted at Masses celebrating the Solemnity of Pentecost. Monday itself will
teature Patriotic Hymns as the character of the day’s mass is different from our
Saturday and Sunday Liturgies.
