Saint of the Week

Kateri Tekakwitha

1656—1680

Feast Dav—July 14 : ;{’ 3
Pt Shepeinmaedl

Kateri Tekakwitha is revered today as
the first Native Amaearican saint. Only
24 when she died, Kateri s an example
of purity, prayer, and most especially
endurance in faith. Born in 1656, in a
Mohawk village in what is now upstate
New York, she was an outsider. Her
mother was an Algonquin who was
catechized and baptized Roman Catholic
by French missionaries in TroisRiviéres,
east of Montreal. Her mother was cap-
tured by the Mohawks in a raid and
was taken to be the wife of the Mohawk
chief Kenneronkwa near present-day
Auriesville, New York,

At an early age, Katen's village suffered
a severe smallpox epidemic, which
killed her parents and left her scarred
and her vision impaired, Her name,
“Tekakwitha”, means "she whao bumps
into things.” She was adopted by her
Mohawk relatives who survived the
epidemic, and the survivors of the
plague moved to the new village of
Caughnawaga.

Like her mother, Tekakwitha sought
out instruction from Catholic mission-
aries that led to her eventual baptism
at the age of 19 and her taking the
name “Kateri” after St. Catherine of
Siena on Easter Sunday 1676.

Kateri faced severe obstacles from the
Mohawk tribal leaders, as well as from
her adopted family., On Holy Days,
Kateri received no food, since she
prayed rather than work in the fields.

When she walked to chapel, she was
cursed and pelted with stones.
Nevertheless, she persevered. She
refused to marry despite pressure from
her tribe. According to Fr. Pierre
Cholenec, a Jesuit priest who was a
mentor, Kateri said, "l have deliberated
enough. For a long time, my decision
on what | will do has been made. |
have consecrated myself entirely to
Jesus, son of Mary, | have chosen Him
for husband and He alone will take me
for wife.”

The French missionaries encouraged
her to leave her hostile environment
and travel to Canada to the St. Francois
Xavier mission. Her uncle opposed this
move, because he was suspicious of
the French and feared it was a ruse 10
depopulate the village. Even so, Kateri
prevailed and traveled the 200 miles
by feot and canoe to Canada, wheare
she lived a devout and exemplary life.
Called the “Lily of the Mohawks,"” she
15 a symbol of chastity and purity as
she sought to do penance to commit
her life to God. When she died due 1o
failing health, witnesses noted that her
face was miraculously transformed so
that all her smallpox scars disappeared,
Over the years, people have asked
Kateri for divine intercession when
suffering from serious ilinesses, and
their prayers have been answered. Her
legacy of healing continues, St, Kateri
Tekakwitha was canonized on October
21, 2012,

The Church's Mission

15th Sunday in Ordinary Time (Cycle B)

Amos 7:12-15
Psalms 85:9-14
Ephesians 1:3-14
Mark 6:7-13

In commissioning the apostles in today's Gospel, Jesus gives them,
and us, a preview of His Church's mission after the resurrection.

His instructions to the Twelve echo those of God to the twelve tribes
of Israel on the eve of their exodus from Egypt. The Israelites like-
wise were sent out with no bread and only one set of clothes, wearing
sandals and carrying a staff (see Exodus 12:11; Deuteronomy 8:2-4).
Like the Israelites, the apostles are to rely solely on the providence of
God and His grace.

Perhaps, also, Mark wants us to see the apostles' mission, the mission
of the Church, as that of leading a new exodus - delivering peoples
from their exile from God and bringing them to the promised land,
the kingdom of heaven.

Like Amos in today's First Reading, the apostles are not
"professionals," who earn their bread by prophesying. Like Amos,
they are simply men (see Acts 14:15) summoned from their ordinary
jobs and sent by God to be shepherds of their brothers and sisters.

Again this week, we hear the theme of rejection: Amos experiences
it, and Jesus warns the apostles that some will not welcome or listen
to them. The Church is called, not necessarily to be successful, but
only to be faithful to God's command.

With authority and power given to it by Jesus, the Church proclaims
God's peace and salvation to those who believe in Him, as we sing in
today's Psalm.

This word of truth, this gospel of salvation, is addressed to each of us,
personally, as Paul proclaims in today's Epistle. In the mystery of
God's will, we have been chosen from before the foundation of the
world - to be His sons and daughters, to live for the praise of His glo-

ry.

Let us, then, give thanks for the Church today, and for the spiritual blessings He
has bestowed upon us. Let us resolve to further the Church's mission - to help oth-
ers hear the call to repentance and welcome Christ into their lives.
