The Alhambra Scholarship awards college students stud-
ying to teach intellectually and developmentally disabled persons. The scholarships are granted on the
basis that applicants are dedicated to the field of special education. The number of scholarships and
amounts awarded vary from year to year, based on scholarship program fund levels. The program is
open to all eligible U.S. residents. Eligibility guidelines include undergraduate juniors and seniors en-
rolled in qualifying programs; and master’s degree and community college students specializing in spe-
cial education studies who have accrued half of the required graduation credits.
