The generosity of these men was evident as they contributed $2,000 to a 

special collection which will be divided between Catholic Charities programs in 

the Diocese of Scranton and the Jesuit Refugee Services, which assists refugees 

from war and religious persecution in the Middle East.  All men are encouraged to 

reserve April 23, 2016 on their calendars to attend the 2nd Annual Catholic Men’s 

Conference.
