Why Ashes? By Fr. Larry Rice

For centuries, Catholic Christians
have marked the beginning of the
season of Lent by receiving ash on
their foreheads on Ash Wednesday.
This tradition has its roots in the Old
Testament. where wearing ashes was
a common sign of repentance for
sins, and a sign of one’s humility be-
fore God. Since Lent is a season of
penitential renewal through prayer,
fasting. and almsgiving, it's appropri-
ate that this ancient sign marks the
beginning of the season.

or “Repent and believe in the Gos-
pel.”

In many places. Ash Wednesday ser-
vices are among the most popular of
the whole year—a day that’'s not
even a Holy Day of Obligation. Cyn-
ics have suggested that this is because
people “get"” something, as they do
on Palm Sunday. But there's nothing
particularly appealing about getting
smudged with ashes. Perhaps. the
appeal is the ex-pression through a
physical sign of a desire for interior

The ashes themselves are usually
made by burning the palm fronds
from the previous year’s Palm Sun-
day. This symbolically connects the
beginning of Lent with its end, con-
necting our change of heart with
Christ’s passion, death, and resurrec-
tion.

Ashes are usually distributed as part
of the Mass on Ash Wednesday, of-

ten after the homily. As people ap-
proach the priest or oth-er minister,
he presses the ashes to their fore-

heads, and speaks one of two
phrases: “Remember that you are
dust, and to dust you shall return.”

conversion.

The Gospel for Ash Wednesday is a
reminder that the real purpose of
the season of Lent isn’t to make pub-
lic demonstrations of piety—even
the wearing of ashes—but to seek
conversion of heart.

Let Us Pray

During Lent let's find time to grow closer to God. Here's one way you can do this-it's called a FAMILY PRAYER JAR, meant to encourage you and
your loved ones to pray, which in turn invites God into our lives more.

Use any kind of jar (i.e., a mason jar ). You can label it (i.e., PRAYERS ) and decorate it.

On small slips of paper write who/what to pray for; (someone in need, your teacher, peace in the world ). The list is endless. If you need some
help with your prayer requests here is a chart to guide you.

The PRAYER JAR can be placed in an area that will constantly be seen, and it's a great reminder to pray. Just pull out a prayer request/petition to
pray for and begin your prayer.

Paper clip together requests that have been prayed for and place at the bottom of the jar. After all requests have been prayed for, mix them up
and begin again or write down new ones.

Your FAMILY PRAYER JAR will be a gentle reminder to pray, not only during Lent, but each and every day.

PENITENTIAL PRACTICES FOR LENT

Raise Up. Sacrifice. Offer.

ne important way to grow in the Lord is
Oto observe the penitential practices that
strengthen us for resisting temptation,
allow us to express our sorrow for the sins we
have committed, and help to repair the tear caused

by our sinning.

Penitential practices take many forms: apologiz-
ing to an injured party, healing divisions within
our families, fasting during the Lenten season,
or graciously accepting the menial tasks of life.
The purpose of penance is not to diminish life
but to enrich it.

Jesus, in Matthew's Gospel, calls us to pray, to
fast, and to give alms: “when you pray, do not
be like the hypocrites,” *when you fast, do not
look gloomy,” “when you give alms, do not let
your left hand know what your right is doing” (Mt
6:5, 16, 3, respectively). As a Church, we ponder
and pray over this call every Ash Wednesday. In a
most profound way, the three spiritual exercises
identified by Jesus are directed toward the nur-
turing of relationships.
-~

Prayer, that process of listening to and responding
to God’s daily call, sustains and nurtures our rela-
tionship with our triune God: Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit, Without prayer, personal and communal,
this relationship is diminished, sometimes to the
point of complete silence on our part. Every day
the Spirit of Jesus invites us to enter into that seri-
ous conversion that leads to blessed communion.
~

Fasting, a very special form of penance, and
Jesus’ second call, has been a consistent part of
aur Catholic tradition. Fasting assists us in getting
our own house in order. All of us have to deal with
areas of servitude, whether in regard to smoking
or alcohol consumption, misused sexuality, uncon-
trolled gambling, psycholoegical hang-ups, spiritual
obsessions, use of stimulants, immoderate use
of the Internet, excessive amounts of television
watching, or preoccupations with other forms
of entertainment. By fasting and self-denial, by

The third call of the Lord is to give alms. Jesus
was always concerned about those who were
poor and in need, He was impressed by the widow
whao, though having so little, shared her resources
with others: “l tell you truly, this poor widow put
in more than all the rest; for those others have
all made offerings from their surplus wealth, but
she, from her poverty, has offered her whole
livelihood™ {Lk 21:3-4), To be a disciple of Christ
means to live a life of charity. To be a disciple of
Jesus is to live a life of stewardship, generously
giving of our time, talent, and treasure.

At the heart of all penance is the call to conver-
sion. Jesus’ imperative “Repent, and believe in the
gospel” (Mk 1:15) makes explicit this connection
between authentic discipleship and penitential
discipline. Discipleship, our following of Jesus,
embraces discipling, a firm commitment to do
whatever is demanded in furthering God's king-
dom. Viewed in this way, the virtue of penance
15 not optional, just as weeding a garden is not
optional for a responsible caretaker, The gardener
is concerned with a bountiful harvest; the disci-
ple is concernad about greater conformity to the
person of Jesus.

If we are serious about embracing the penitential
discipline that is rooted in the call to discipleship,
then we will identify specific times and places for
prayer, penance, and works of charity. Growth in
spiritual maturity demands a certain level of spec-
ificity, for it shows that we take seriously God's
call to discipline and are willing to hald ourselves
accountable. In our Catholic tradition we specify
certain days and seasons for special works of
penance: Fridays, on which we commemorate
the death of the Lord, and Lent, our forty days
of preparation for the Easter mysteries.
